Discovered the electron and proposed the Plum Pudding Model, 
suggesting a positively charged atom with embedded electrons

Conducted the Gold Foil Experiment, leading to the discovery of the 
atomic nucleus and proposing the Nuclear Model

Introduced the Bohr Model, which described electrons orbiting the 
nucleus in specific energy levels or shells

Formulated the Schrödinger Equation, which provided a mathematical 
description of the behavior of electrons
